Dear Parents,

We are looking forward to another year of giving children at Grace opportunities to learn about God and get closer to him through age appropriate activities.

We are writing to update you on some of the new items happening in Sunday School this Fall. 

Parent’s Meeting

We will have a brief parent’s meeting on September 12 during the Ministry Fair where we will be explaining some of these changes in detail.  It will meet at noon.
Classrooms and Teachers

We will have 3 Sunday School classes instead of 4 this year. All children will meet in the church building. The Team Coordinators for the classes are: Bethany Saldana for age 2-PreK, Mary Jane Dawson for K-2nd grade and Pastor Ryan and Damaris Cami overseeing the 3-6th grade.  Teachers for all grade levels rotate once a month. We are still in need of teachers and volunteers, so let us know if you are interested in serving.

Check-in and Check-out Procedure
Children ages 2 years old through 2nd grade will have to be checked in and checked out every Sunday by an adult in the Fellowship Hall. Please be aware of the pager system, as well.  There is a lighted number in the sanctuary, which corresponds with the number on your child’s nametag.  If you see that number, please check in with your child’s classroom as soon as possible.

Curriculum

Children’s regular Sunday School lessons are provided using the Faith Weaver curriculum, where every child in the family studies the same Bible point in age-appropriate ways. The Faith Weaver curriculum follows the Revised Common Lectionary and allows children to go through the Bible in 3 years. 

There are several family resources and activities available for you to use.  

•Each week, the bulletin notes the lessons for Sunday school in the “Our Children Are Learning” section.
