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Welcome to Grace! Thank you for joining us as we worship God.  You are an important part of our church.  We hope that you can get to know God and his Son Jesus better each Sunday.
Below you can follow along and see all the things we do together when we worship God.  
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Welcome (Call to Worship)

What we do:  We come together to worship God.  We come into the church sanctuary.  We greet people.

Questions to ask:  Do you notice anything different?  Are there any new decorations or colors?  Why?  Do you recognize the people sitting near you?

What you can do: sit down and look around you.  When the leader says so, you can shake the hand of the people around you
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Songs of Praise

What we do:  We sing songs to tell God how great we think he is.  We sing songs to tell God how much we love him.

Questions to ask:  Do I recognize any of these songs?  What are the songs talking about?  Are the songs telling me anything new about God?  

What you can do:  Sing along if you recognize the song.  Clap or move around.  You may want to draw or write something while you think about God.
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Community Life (Announcements)

What we do: Listen to what else God is doing at church.

Questions to ask:  Are any of the events for me?  Did I learn about something new happening?

What you can do:  Listen quietly or color or draw quietly.
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Offering

What we do:  We give our money back to God.  We also sing a song thanking God.

Questions to ask: Can I give some of my money to God?  Are there other things I can do to help others?  

What you can do:  If you or your family brings an offering, put it in the plate.  Pass the plate to the next person.  Sing the song.
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Scripture

What we do:  We listen to the part of the Bible we are thinking about today.

Questions to ask:  Is this a story or a poem? Is this a part that talks about God or God’s people?  Have I ever heard this before?  What is it about?  Is there someone like me in the part?  Is it telling me what to do? 

What you can do:  Follow along in your Bible.  Ask adults for help finding the passage in your Bible. Close your eyes and use your imagination. Do any pictures come to mind?
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Sermon

What we do:  The pastor or preacher talks about what was important to them in that part of the Bible.  We think about what that part of the Bible tells us. 

Questions to ask:  What is the preacher talking about?  Is he or she telling any stories?  Are there any things which are about kids?  What are you learning about God?  What are you learning about being a better Christian?

What you can do:  Try to follow along with what the pastor is saying.  Color, draw or write about the things you have learned today.   Color, draw or write what you might do when you leave.  If there is a worksheet about the lesson, you can work on that quietly.
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Prayer

What we do:  We have a conversation with God.

Questions to ask:  Is the person who is praying asking me to pray quietly?  Who do I know who needs prayer?  Do I need to ask for God’s help?

What you can do:  Pray for those who need help. Thank God for the good things in your life. Thank God for who he is.  
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Closing Song

What we do:  We thank God for teaching us something new.

Questions to ask: What have I learned today?  How am I going to do things differently? How am I going to feel about things differently?

What you can do: Stand up and sing the song. Clap and move around.

Benediction

What we do:  The pastor reminds us about God and his love for us.  We go into the world to serve God.
