Read Psalm 119:41-48, a reflection on 
speaking the truth of God’s Word. 

How does your love of God’s Word enable you to speak God’s truth?•	

Read John 14:15-27, when Jesus prom-
ises the Spirit of truth to his disciples.  

In what ways do you depend on the Spirit to equip you to live and •	
speak the truth in your life?
