What is Jesus •	
concerned about?
Reflect on 9:50. Who or what in your life might be “for you” even •	
though you haven’t thought of it that way?

Read 1 Corinthians 3; Paul is addressing 
a conflict about leaders in the church.

In your walk of faith, do you ever feel like you’re trying to make some-•	
thing grow (vv. 6-7)? What is Paul’s response to this?
